9th OPEN PARAGLIDING ACCURACY
BORGAVA CUP 2017
REGULATIONS

27th to 29th July 2017
1. Purpose

The purpose of the competition is the individual and team winners determination in accuracy landing with paraglider, paragliding development and popularization in Ukraina, friendship between pilots of different countries strengthening, attracting tourists to the region. 
1.1. Winners

   The winner will be the pilot gaining the lowest aggregate score across all the rounds of the   

    competition.
    Team winner – that one which has gained the lowest aggregate score of all three pilots in  

    every completed round.
1.2. Site

   Borgava  range, Pilipets vil., Mighirya dstr., Zakarpatska reg., Ukraina. It is situated at the   

   distance of 17km from the town Volovets, Zakarpatska reg., where is the railway station. 
         Arriving  to the site is possible by scheduled buses, driving often enough or by taxi.
         Participants accommodation – in hotels, private houses or in tents near the landing area or       

         along the road Volovets-Mighirya. Nutrition – in the same places.
1.3.       The Cup dates

         July 27-29, 2017:

         27th – arriving, registration, briefing, training flight and the first round of the Cup.

         28-29th – competition days.

         29th – Cup closing and winners awarding.                                                                                                         

         In the case of Ukraina Championship dates moving the dates of Borgava Cup will be   

         moved automatically. Information about the dates moving will be given at the paragliding  

         sites of Ukraina.

1.6.  Language: official languages of the Cup are Ukrainian and English.
1.7.   Entry fee 
   Entry fee is to be paid at the registration: Euro13.0 (or in grivnyas according 

   to the Natioanl Bank rate of exchange) - for the awarding fund creating and paying for the  

   pilot carrying from the landing zone to the lift, as well as for the rescue and medical   

   service. The winner of previous 8-th Borgava Cup will not pay entry fee.
   Organizers provide pilots carrying from the landing zone to the lift, discount for the lift to   

    starting spot, medical and rescue service.
      1.8.  Registration
          Pilots must registrate themselves at the Cup office on 27th of July from   

         11.00 to 12.00. Registration is possible during the day for pilots from abroad and East   

          regions of Ukraina.
    2. Admission to the competition
2.1. Pilots                                                                                                                                                                           
         Registration is opened for all pilots, members of the corresponding national  

         Federations. For qualification approving it is sufficient to have:
· sporting FAI license,

· national sertificate of paraglidist, level Para Pro 3 and higher.                                                         

         Pilots should be able to demonstrate skill to start in any safe weather conditions, set in the   

         Rules. Teams are to be formed only at the registration on the club or territorial principle.  

         Team consists of three (two - minimum) pilots.

     2.2. Personal equipment

         A pilot should has correspondent equipment and reserve parachute. Paraglider change by  

         participant during the competition is possible onle after the chief judge permission only at  

         the case of wing damage at start or landing.
     2.3. Risk
        Flight equipment and other pilot’s property is his own risk during all competition days. At   

        the registration  participants refuse to put any pretentions to the organizers in connection     

        with traumas or their property damages.
        Insurance: 

        At registration every participant should supply insurance certificate. Minimum sum –       

        equivalent of 15 000E, valid during the Cup days. Insurance can be made at the Cup spot in  

        the case of preliminary order for the insurance agent invitation (not less than three pilots).

   3. Landing area and equipment
    3.1. The target

       The target placement should ensure landing from any direction and is set by the chief judge.    

       The target can be moved during the competition but not during the some round.
       Results of landing  up to 500cm including are measured by judges with metal measuring  

       tape with maximum accurateness and precision.
    3.2. Start

       Ratio between the start zone altitude (with respect to the target) and distance to the target       

       should be not more than 1:5.
    3.3. Measuring field
       Measuring field is plane surface where the participants land and the results are measured.

       It is marked with well observed from the altitude circle. Radius of measuring field is 500cm.  

       The field should be prepared in such a way that to supply precise detecting of the first pilot’s  

       landing field touch (pilot’s landing point). The landing field should be placed at the same  

       level as a land zone at which it is placed. The chief judge and event judge determine a zone  

       where only the Cup officials may find themselves (minimum 20m radius from the target  

       centre).
    3.4. Wind direction pointer
      Well observed wind direction pointer should be put in the visibility limits as high as possible  

       but not lower than 3m. For the weak wind small wind pointer should be put not more than  

      10m from the target centre. 

    3.5. Wind speed meter
      Wind speed metering should be made in the 50m limits at the altitude between 5 and 7m.  

      Wind speed at higher altitudes isn’t  to be taken into consideration.

 4. Competition

   4.1. Rounds quantity
      There should be minimum two finished rounds. Maximum rounds number is determined by  

      weather and time possibilities but not more than 5,

      Results of participant shown in the round is counter into individual and team score if the   

      round is completed and all participants got the result or penalty.

      In the case of round interruption a competition will go on from the point of interruption,

      Maximum round interruption duration is 2 hours.

      Training round can be possible if a weather at competition days permits.

   4.2. Participants numeration

      Drawing lots of all participants should be done at the first briefing and will be valid during   

      the first competition day.

      Next days the start number is determined after the results of previous round when a  

      participant with worse result starts the first an so on. The size of number (not less than 4cm  

      in height) should be fixed to both sides of his (her) helmet.

4.3. Take off

       Participants should keep the determined order (see point 5).

       Participants not ready to start in the set order after the start judge call will be penalted by  

       500 cm as the round result.

       Start frequency depends of the place of start and weather condition.

       One pilot’s start time – 2 minutes (can be enlarged by the judge at start at some random  

       Obstacles, say wind abrupt).

       Repeated start can be permitted by the judge at some unexpected obstacles (weather change  

       for example) during 10 minutes. 
    4.4. Pilot’s separation 

       Pilots in the air should insure their separation in the altitude for safe and without obstacles   

       landing. Outrunning in the air at the altitude less than 200m  AGL is forbidden. Maximum  

       penalty for this – 500cm as the result of this round (from 200 to 100m.), minimum – 300cm  

       (from 200m to 100m). Soaring in thermals is not permitted. Penalty for such actions –  

       500cm for this round.

    4.5. Signalling
       Offical signal for the pilot in the air who has closed to a previous one at dangerous distance  

       for their normal landing on the target is read flag waving by the judge near the target. The  

       signal is not valid for the pilot who is lower at his landing glidepath.  

 5. Penalties, protests

   5.1. Penalties
      For the safety rules violation at carrying the flights which didn’t lead to  

       heavy results, the pilot is preceded. At repeated violation or at the first rough safety rules  

       violation the pilot will be removed from the competition and his results will be annulled.  

       Entry fee will not be given back. For not sport behavior, rough slang, participant or judge  

       offence the participant will be preceded and after repeating will be removed from the  

       competition or awarding ceremony and his entry fee will not be given back.

    5.2. Protests            
       A participant put a protest for the result, measured by a judge, or for the actions of judges or    

       other participants, to the chief judge in written form not later than one hour after the event  

       under the protest, paying 100grn. In the case of protest satisfaction this sum will be given  

       back. A judge panel study the protest as soon as possible but not later than two hours after  

       applying the protest.
6. Repeated starts
      A participant can ask repeating start only in a case of wrangling flight, addressing the  

       event judge before the landing result signing. The participant has to registrate the  

       application about the restart at the judge before a contact with any person (excluding the  

       chief or event judge. In a case of giving him a right to restart the result of the landing  

       under protest is to be annulled. Restart will be given at the end of currant round. If f pilot 

       doesn’t sign the landing result and he didn’t get the right fore restart then his result will  

       be put in the round protokol. 
       Restart can be given in next cases:

    - the target isn’t seen for a pilot,

    - a participant haas changed his trajectory to avoid collision with another pilot and that’s  

       why he couldn’t land precisely,

    - if there were another odstacle which interfere a pilot on the landing path.
7. Limitations
  7.1 Wind velocity
       For the landing results measuring and recording maximum wind speed is not more than  

       7,0m/s. If  the wind speed exceed a norm during 10s? competition will be stopped to the  

       correspondent speed lowering. Pilots who were at the landing path will be informed about it  

       with flag waving and will have restart at the end of the current round or next round. Winds 

       at the altitudes not under measuring are not taken into consideration.
  7.2. Obstacles at the target
      Every participant, been at the landing path has the right for unstopped target observation and   

      landing. At small landing interval between two pilots upper pilot should prevent the judges  

      about his approaching with outcry “air!” 
 8. Results summerizing
   8.1. Method
      Participants get points for the landing results in centimeters between the  

       landing point – the first point of land touching and the closest edge of the central target disk     

       (3cm in diameter) in the direction of the landing point.  The result will be 0,00m if the   

       landing point is on the central disk. If a participant landed behind measuring field he gets   

       maximum points – 500cm. Landing should be on the foot (one or both). At impossibility to  

       determine the first point of touch (heel or tip) measuring should be from the far touch point  

       with respect to the central disk. If a participant fell at landing before his wing touched a field  

       he will get maximum result. 

       The result of landing is to be announced by a judge, written in the protocol by a secretary  

        and signed up by the participant just after the landing. Unsigned result is to be annulled and 

       to the summarizing result maximum result of 500cm will be put. 
       The participant should leave the landing field immediately after landing taking out his wing        

       first of all to avoid observation obstacle for the next landing participant and his safe landing.

   8.2. Individual score
       After the completed rounds (not more than three) four participants with the best results fly   

       the final flights. If fourth and fifth participant’s results are equal then final flight make five  

       participants. The winner will be the participant with the less points sum in all completed  

       rounds final including. In a case of equal results privilege has a participant with greater  

       quantity of better results in the completed rounds or in the first one, second and so on     

       rounds. In the case of equality of these points they get the right for additional flights if there  

       are no weather or time limits.
   8.3. Team score
       Team championship will be determined at the participation in the Cup  

       no less than four teams. Team-winner has to have the smallest points sum of all three pilots 

       in every completed round. If a team has only two pilots then team score will include 

       maximum result for the absent third pilot in all included rounds.
 9. Awarding
   9.1. Individual 

      The Borgava Cup winner in individual score is to be awarded with challenge cup, gold  

      medal, diploma and a prize. His name will be carved on the cup stand. Prize-winners are to 

      be awarded with correspondent rank medals and diplomas (prizes – if available).  Winner of  

      the previous 8-th Cup will be hand in small copy of the Cup with carved number of the 

      Cup and his name.
9.2.Team

  Team-winner and team winner-prizes will be awarded with correspondent medals and 

  diplomas (every member of the teams).
  Sponsors and Cup organizers can put and hand in another prizes or awards.
